3/6/2024 Cease Fire Chart Directions: Find the table for the range you are on. For the distance you plan to walk to, ask for a cease fire from the ranges that are 

shown as requiring a cease fire. For example, while you are on the 500 yard range, a cease fire is required of the 500 yard range you are on, and also the 100 

yard range when you plan to proceed beyond 26 yards. For distances shorter than 26 yards, a cease fire is required only of the 500 yard range.
